Her voice is rich and warm, often conversational in style; her performances are engaging, inspiring and filled with entertaining and amusing stage patter and story. 

A troubadour in the classic sense of the word, Wheeler enjoys traveling back roads, exploring small towns and collecting impressions along the way that eventually work their way into her songs. She sees her music as a way to take people on a journey through internal and external landscapes. For her, touring and making music is about connection and building community. She finds one of the most rewarding aspects of her work to look out into an audience and realize she's gathered together with a room full of people she'd like to get to know.
